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The Composition and Consequences of Chemtrails


The United States military has been using weather control as a weapon since the Vietnam War. The United Nations approved a universal treaty in 1971 banning the use of weather modification as a weapon. Today, the spraying of chemtrails is an ongoing, widespread, deadly process implemented and paid for by government and scientific entities. The use of chemtrails is harming people and food sources across the globe. 

Today, America's government acknowledges the use of weather control as a weapon in the 1966 top-secret military offensive, Project Popeye. Project Popeye used WC-130, F4 and A-IE military aircraft to disperse tiny particles of silver iodide in the air over the Ho Chi Minh trail. This tactic was intended to create rain that would increase the amount of mud on the trail, making passage of supplies and troops more difficult for the enemy. Although rain was indeed induced, end results were mixed, and there was some debate as to the overall effectiveness of the operation (Wilson 1997). When Washington Post writer Jack Anderson exposed the project, the public expressed widespread fury, which led the United Nations to declare a universal treaty banning environmental warfare. Despite the treaty, the government continued to research weather modification and geoengineering, as documented in a two year study prepared by the Air War College in the 1990s titled, "Weather As A Force Multiplier: Owning The Weather in 2025." According to a 2008 article in the Denver Post, scientists worldwide were then monitoring more than 150 weather-modification projects being conducted in over 40 countries, with at least 60 of them in the western United States. Governments and military organizations have been busy researching and experimenting with geoengineering, but the extent goes far beyond what officials admit. Top scientist Jon Von Neumann stated in a 1955 Fortune article that he foresaw the future of climactic control leading to "forms of climactic warfare as yet unimagined," possibly even worse than nuclear warfare (Washington 2011).

Today's trails in the sky contain more than just silver iodide with results going far beyond comparatively simple cloud-seeding. In 1994, the Hughes aerospace company was issued patent number US5003186, known as the Welsbach patent. This patent suggested the use of a "sky shield," consisting of miniscule 10-100 micron-sized particles of aluminum oxide and other reflective particles to be dispersed through aircraft contrails in order to combat global warming. To put this in perspective, 10 microns is about one tenth the diameter of a human hair. In 1998, at the International Seminar on Planetary Emergencies, scientist Edward Teller, also known as the father of the H-bomb, proposed spreading reflective chemicals across the sky to reflect some of the sun's radiation. Teller and other scientists continue to deny the pursuit or implementation of this process, but it was actually already being implemented in 1975, when the U.S. Navy patented the design for a device that would spray a fine, chemical powder across the sky which would be contained within a normal condensation trail. The powder contained 0.3 micron-sized particles of titanium dioxide which were coated with 0.0007 micron colloidal silica and mixed with 4.5 micron particles of silica gel. These chemtrails differ from common contrails because of the chemicals they contain, which cause them to linger and spread, closely resembling natural cloud formations upon first glance. These man-made clouds are far from natural or harmless, however (Thomas 2002). The chemical cloud cover has actually been proven, and is known by government officials and scientists, to be quite harmful and even deadly to some (What in the World Are They Spraying? 2010).

A team from the Harvard School of Public Health declared their findings to indicate that particulates sized 10 microns and under do pose a serious threat to public health. The New England Journal of Medicine warned readers in 2000 that breathing particulates under 10 microns in size leads to "a 5 percent increased death rate within 24 hours," and a 2001 article in the New York Times reported about the contents of chemtrails, stating, "These microscopic motes are able to infiltrate the tiniest compartments in the lungs and pass readily into the bloodstream, and have been most strongly tied to illness and early death, particularly in people who are already susceptible to respiratory problems." Teller's proposal calls for spraying about 10 million tons of this chemical matter into our atmosphere (Thomas 2002). Clearly, public health is at risk and the government knows it. Instead of lowering carbon emissions in order to combat global warming, a logical, if somewhat, temporarily, inconvenient choice, the leaders of the world's most powerful countries continue to routinely put common citizens' health and existence at risk in spite of the known hazards associated with even localized dispersion of these chemical agents. 
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There are many people today who still argue that chemtrails do not exist. I believe these people are unwilling or unable to admit the bitter truth to themselves. It is a frightening prospect on many levels. There are serious global climate threats inherent in this chemical spraying. Ken Caldeira, of California's Lawrence Livermore National Laboratory, ran a series of computer simulations showing the expected results of atmospheric chemical spraying. He was so concerned with the possible consequences that he went public with the results. Although the Welsbach solution would stop global warming for about 85 percent of the earth, Caldeira stated that this so-called solution would lead to cooling in the stratosphere and intensify the effect of icy clouds that exude CFCs and further destroy the earth's ozone layer (Thomas 2002). However, William Thomas of the Earth island Journal proposes that the approximate 1 billion dollars per year spent on this "sky-shield" are mere drops in the bucket compared to the mass profits found in the oil industry, a major component in the creation of current global warming trends. Others theorize about population control, some connect chemtrails with the Geneva treaty-banned High Altitude Aural Research Projects (HAARP) that are still being conducted worldwide despite United Nations directives, and still others express fears about the imminence of governmental exclusivity and over-reaching our human boundaries by attempting to control such a potent natural force as the weather. Whatever the reason behind such chemical manipulation, the motive cannot be based on concern for the earth or her people or rooted in high moral ground if the government continues to deny their actions even while the proof is evident all around us on a near daily basis.

United States Representative Dennis Kucinich ( D-OH ) introduced a bill titled the "Space Preservation Act," on October 2, 2001. The bill HR 2977, proposed a ban on "exotic weaponry" operated from space. Included under the banned weapons were HAARP devices and chemtrails. The bill was later modified and passed as HR 3616, which removed the ban on chemtrails and other "exotic weaponry," but the original bill acknowledging the existence of chemtrails and their potential as a weapon remains on file with the Library of Congress (United States Cong. House 2001). It is obvious that the government knows and advocates the widespread dispersion of chemtrails throughout America and the rest of the "civilized" world today, despite clear warnings by well-respected organizations, media outlets and top scientific researchers. Until we demand the elimination of chemtrail spraying, theories and skepticism will abound in our society. We must do something now, before chemtrail fallout destroys our health, our water and our food sources. As the old adage correctly states, "What goes up must come down." The particulates from chemtrails come down in precipitation and air currents to infiltrate water supplies, flora, fauna and our respiratory systems! In Espanola, Ontario, Canada, officials tested the rainwater after it fell through heavy cloud cover caused by chemtrails because residents began complaining of flu-like symptoms, including headaches, nausea, acute asthma attacks, chronic joint pain, dizziness and fatigue. The results of the government testing were never released, but private tests found the aluminum content of the rainwater to be seven times higher than the permitted levels declared by Canadian health safety laws. Residents of the 50-square mile area where the heaviest spraying occurred took pictures that showed U.S. Air Force tanker planes spraying the toxins. Of course the Air Force denied any connection with the incident along with many, many others (Thomas 2002).

What may be even more frightening than the chemtrails themselves is the ease with which our government continues to lie to our faces. The media has taken to using the term "military chaff" to describe the vast clouds of toxic material they are covering our clear skies with. A report by the General Accounting Office of the United States government clearly outlines the extensive use of, and possible environmental damage associated with, spraying the chaff. According to the report, military chaff contains aluminum-coated silica glass fibers that can be spread by aircraft, ships and land vehicles to hide military vehicles to evade enemy detection by radar. These particles can also be inhaled or ingested and have as-yet unknown effects on plants, animals, land and water. The report indicates that, despite public concern and the requests of special-interest groups and environmental organizations for more research into the effects of this chaff on people and environment, the Department of Defense has not yet released any information from any governmental studies (U.S. General Accounting Office 1998; What in the World Are we Spraying 2010).

I have personally seen and collected these fibers from spider webs in Maui, proof that they are reaching the ground and sticking around, so to speak. In-field testing showed them to be highly reflective and heat-resistant. Also, the particles I collected in a small, plastic pill bottle moved without any assistance and formed a chain across the mouth of the bottle; the result was unexpected and unsettling. Coming back on the plane from Hawaii, during ascension at approximately 25,000 feet, I heard something that sounded like sleet hitting the plane. The effects chemtrails have on us and our precious environment can only be verified and acknowledged through continued professional study and a widespread call by the public to cease the spraying of chemtrails until more can be learned about them. Studies must be done by impartial, non-governmental groups and the government must be forced to admit the existence, widespread use and potential consequences of chemtrails; otherwise chemical spraying is just a dangerous, hidden weapon with unknown consequences that may be more far-reaching and destructive than we can possibly imagine. 
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
